Why didn’t Imam Hussein rise during the reign of Mo’awiyah?

This article analyzes the standpoint of Imam Hussein against Mo’awiyah, and tries to address the fundamental question “Why didn’t the Imam rise against Mo’awiyah during his rule?” Some historians maintain that the Imam did not rise then because he was committed to the peace treaty signed by Imam Hassan, although Mo’awiyah had already violated the treaty unilaterally. Some other, however, point out that Imam Hussein did not rise against Mo’awiyah because Mo’awiyah, unlike Yazid, was observing Islamic regulations on the face of it. Rejecting all these justifications, the writer maintains that Imam Hussein, just like his brother Imam Hassan, intended to safeguard the very Islam; he did not attempt an armed uprising on the same grounds that Imam Hassan did not do so and accepted the peace treaty.

As philosophers belonging to two distinct schools of philosophy, Kant and Sohravardi are great, well-known philosophers in their own schools of thought. With a six-century time-span between the two philosophers, they might seem to have had similar ideas regarding ontology. Both seem to consider existence imaginary, hypostatized and relative. “Being” in propositions merely holds and maintains the relation between the entities (subject and predicate), neither adding something to the subject nor subtracting anything from it.


Nonetheless, Paying close attention to Sohravardi’s views, especially his views about “light” and its entailments, would cast doubt on the surface similarity of the views of the two philosophers about ontology. Sohravardi is an Illuminatist philosopher and proposes an Illuminative ontology.
